Equine-Assisted Services and Suicide Prevention

Anyone who has the pleasure of meeting CSM
Mustafa recognizes he’s a force of nature. He wears
his positivity and message of resilience like a cloak
of honor everywhere he goes. Along his storied
path we’re fortunate he’s become captivated by

the equine-assisted services industry, its benefits
for participants and the passion, caregiving and
stamina of the professionals doing the work. Having
visited and ridden at several centers, he is bringing
his message of hope and optimistic intention to

the PATH Intl. Conference and we can’t wait for
attendees to enjoy his keynote presentation!

CSM Mustafa’s book, Resilient Transition, was
published on Amazon September 11th, 2021. Itis
about effectively managing feelings of stress and

anxiety. He is a combat veteran and two-time Bronze
Star recipient, and has served in the Persian Gulf War,
Somalia and two tours in Operation Iraqi Freedom.

He entered the Army in May 1984 in Albany, New
York. He served over 30 years in the military and
retired from active duty on October 8th, 2014 in
front of family and friends at the United States
Military Academy, West Point, New York.

Since his retirement he has been elected as the first
African American councilman in the history of the
Town of Highlands. He has worked tirelessly as an
advocate for veterans, first responders, and their
families. He planned, organized, resourced and hosted
seven annual Veterans Resiliency Awards Gala’s in the
Hudson Valley, New York region and two consecutive
in Houston Texas. He was selected as a 2020 New York
State Veteran Hall of Fame Inductee by New York State
Senator James Skoufis. CSM Mustafa has recently
started the Master of Social Work program at Columbia
School of Social Work in New York City.
